Treasurer’s Report 

School Council Meeting: Tuesday 2nd September, 2008

Further to budget proposals tabled at meeting on 3 June, the funds raised through the Events group have now been disseminated according to the details set out below.

The events group organised a number of social events during the last year and provided tea/coffee & biscuits at each of the parent consultation meetings, all of which generated income to support and enhance the life of the school community, locally and globally.  There was no specific project identified at the start of the year, the first full operational year under the auspices of the School Council, so school staff were invited to submit bids for funding to support school activities and to enhance experiences for pupils.  There was published criteria that had to be met and a general limit of £250 on any individual bid; all applications were considered with representatives from the events group and council officials reviewing the bids to determine which were worthy of support.   One aspect that the review group was keen to avoid, was to assume responsibility for the funding of ‘core’ expenditure that should rightly come from the City of Edinburgh budget.  A number of bids were rejected on that criterion and other s were discussed further with the member of staff who submitted the bid and/or with Alex Wallace (HT).
